WSU students travel to rural sites throughout China
each summer, working with Chinese students from
Tsinghua University to teach English and other
subjects to primary and secondary school students.
Students may enroll in a corresponding course that
requires reading and journal assignments, as well
as conducting independent research. American
volunteers enjoy a few days of sightseeing in
Beijing before and after leaving for their assigned
destinations. Students overwhelmingly report that
their experiences help redefine their self-perception
and instill a greater sense of personal independence.
